BromCom Afterschool Update-

Please refer to Bromcom for the booking of after school provision and lunchtime meals.

Please ensure your child’s meals are ordered in advance and before the deadline. Any meals not ordered on time will
need to be supplemented with a packed lunch from home. We do not carry surplus food stock on site and therefore
we will not be able to provide lunch to any children who have not pre-ordered. If your child is without a lunch on any
given day we will call home as soon as possible and ask a parent/carer to bring a packed lunch to school.

Clubs and Afterschool provision will now be booked via Bromcom together under one tab. Due to strict safety
limitations around child/staff ratios we will not be able to accept any children into after school provision if they have

not been booked and paid for in advance.

Please book in for the relevant day and time needed. Sports/Circus clubs will continue to be on offer during the

afterschool club provision times on the following days:

Monday-Circus Skills: 3.30-4.30pm
Tuesday- Gymnastics club: 3.30-4.30pm
Wednesday — Football/Multi Skills club: 3.30-4.30pm

There is no need to sign the children up specifically for sporting clubs. If your child is booked into Wrap Around, a
register will be taken at 3.30pm and children will then have the option to join the advertised sport/circus club or
remain indoors/outdoors as part of our afterschool provision. Crafting, baking and other activities will be available
frequently as part of our after-school provision so plenty of opportunities for children to have fun!

For those children staying later than 4.30pm, a snack and drink will also be provided.
